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Military chaplains are harnessed with the imposing tasks of advisement and support 
with responsibilities that vary and intensify at each successive level of command.  
Satisfying the operational needs of military leaders and the religious needs of warriors 
and their families requires intellectual and spiritual dexterity. This program of study is  
designed to enhance both. The core courses explore a broad range of topics related 
both to chaplaincy tasks and to the vocational life of the individual chaplain.
