Each student will be expected to practice a stewardship of mindfulness in balancing self-disclosure with analysis, listening with expressing her/his insights, disagreement with Christian grace.  In other words, the course develops the practices of being a beloved learning community.
Course Description:

An examination of the history and theology of the sixteenth-century European Reformation.  The goal of this study is to explore the roots, distinctive view points and tensions that shaped the foundation of the main Christian religious traditions we see at work in the modern world.   Understanding modern Christianity is an invaluable aid for ministry in the modern and post-modern world.

Format and Methodology:  

This course will be offered as a combination of synchronous (“in person”) and asynchronous (self-directed) learning events. It will proceed in the following format:

Review Final Projects.
Course Requirements:

1. Completion of the  FOUR  (4) self-directed, asynchronous study modules the in which student will read, view and interact with the learning resources posted on the “class documents” session on the  “My Wesley” Black Board website for this class, and submit written replies to the specific questions raised in the Sunshine, Reformation for Armchair Theologians text.   See below for further information.
2. Participation (in asynchronous, virtual) “discussion forums” (on Blackboard) as assigned for specific learning modules.
3. Written replies to the FOUR  (4) sets of discussion questions posed in  the Sunshine’s Reformation for Armchair Theologians .  These  brief assignments  (2-4 pages) will be sent directly to me by way of Blackboard as a MS Word file at the end of each week (before Saturday at noon).
4.  Attendance and participation in all FOUR (4) synchronous Zoom sessions. 

5.  The completion of  ONE (1) written final project (aprox. ten pages).  This will be prepared as a MS Word file and sent to  me through Blackboard, on or before  noon ( class session) on Nov. 2,  2024. 
Course Objectives:
1. A  knowledge of the major persons, ideas, and developments in the history of the church in the medieval/early modern era.

2. An understanding of the issues and controversies of the era and their effects not just on those in power or those with influence but on ordinary people.

3. An understanding of how the past has helped shape the modern world, the church, and its theology today.

4. An ability to read primary and secondary sources thoughtfully and critically. 

5. An ability to apply what is learned to the present situation of the our church as it approaches its third millennium. It is a fundamental belief of this course that knowledge of the past can form the basis of understanding the present.
 Written Assignments:
1. Class Discussions: These are written directly into the “Discussion Forum” section for each module on Black Board.   You need to post a reply and at least one response to fellow classmate’s posts  before Thursday at noon each week  (asynchronous).   This is not an intense assignment, but is designed to promote  peer learning throughout the course of the class.  (2 points weekly per module)

2.  Replies to Sunshine’s Questions:  

 Written reply to Four (4)  sets of  Study/Discussion questions (four separate question each time) posed to you  in the Reformation for Armchair Theologians textbook. Each reply will be carefully written, and draw upon the various learning resources utilized in each particular module.   These replies must evidence an integration of primary (Bettenson) and secondary readings (Gonzalez, Sunshine), with your own thought and interpretation.
Your generalizations need to be substantiated by pointing to particular examples from your primary source reading (Bettenson,  Documents) and other supplementary secondary sources. These essays are to be typed (MS Word), well documented, and about 2-4  pages in length. They are to be submitted to through Black Board on for before the date specified.

The FOUR (4) sets of Study Questions replies are as follows:  
“The Eve Reformation,”  Sunshine,  Armchair,   p. 18,  due  before noon October 5th. 
“Luther,” Sunshine, Armchair, on page 36: reply to questions #2, & #3;  on  page 52,  reply to questions #1, & #2,  due before noon on October 12th. 
“Zwingli & the Radicals,” Sunshine, Armchair,  on pages 69-70 reply to questions  #1, 2 and 3;  on page 86, reply to  question #1.    Due before noon on  October 19th.
 “Calvin,”  Sunshine,  Armchair,   on page 157,  reply to questions #1-4, Due on or before noon  October 26th.    
3. Final Written Project: A summary paper (about 10 pages) which addresses the following  questions: “In what ways does our Wesleyan/Methodist tradition build upon the five reformations we studied in this course (Lutheran, Reformed, Anabaptist, Anglican, Catholic) and in what main ways does it different or distinct from them.  It would be wise, I think, to build this project incrementally, as we move through each of the modules treating the aforementioned Christian traditions.  The completed project is due in class on  or before noon on  November 2nd,   2024. 
 In your final project, each of the reformation traditions should be examined and you should  point to particular examples, and document your assertions about how these connect with your own Methodist theological identity.  What does this comparative exercise teach you about your own faith heritage?  
This paper is due on or before, submitted as a Ms Word file.  It is to be submitted through Black Board on or before noon November 2nd,  2024.
