
Description: The policies of both the U.S. and Cuban governments have isolated
Cuba from the outside world. Reports in mainline news outlets do not give accurate
information about the Cuban context. Wesley students will have the opportunity to
meet face-to-face with Cuban Christians, and immerse themselves in the current
reality to learn first-hand. This is an elective course, no pre-requisite required.

Students will:
visit schools, museums, hospitals, and churches
learn about the reality of Cuban Christians
worship in Cuban churches
learn Cuban and Afro-Cuban history, culture, and reality
have one fun beach day excursion

Physical requirements: must be able to walk up two flights of stairs.
